In 1976, Tim & Elizabeth moved to Oregon City, Oregon where they lived for 12

years. In 1988 they moved to Arizona, and most of their retirement years were spent
in Arizona at Sun City Retirement Community, a place they enjoyed and where they

made many friends. Tim passed away in 2002, and in 2009 Elizabeth moved to Salt
Lake to live with her daughter Joy. In the last four years she enjoyed being a part of

the life of her grandchildren and great-grandchildren, some of whom she saw almost
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every day.

Elizabeth was preceded in death by her husband, parents, brothers James, Edwin &
