Dale worked very hard, even while receiving cancer treatments. His dedication and work ethic was
awarded with the Civilian of the Quarter by Hill Air Force Base.

Dale was devoted to the Scouting program. He was actively involved with the Boy Scouts of
America, and helped many scouts, including his sons and nephews, achieve the rank of Eagle
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Scout.

His happy place was in West Yellowstone. Dale was thrilled to be able to go with his whole family
to a cabin in West Yellowstone last year. Near the end of his life, a photograph of this place is what
helped him through his pain, as he remembered the love and beauty that was there.

There is one thing that put a smile on his face and joy in his heart until the very end... and that
was being with his grandchildren. He was blessed with six beautiful grand-daughters. He gave the
very best of himself to seeing them smile and know of his love.
