His dedication to never leave a problem unsolved operated in both his
work life and in his service to family and friends. He was simply tenacious at resolving challenges.

He not only solved problems but he gave freely of his time to any one who needed his help,

especially when it was technical.
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It was Kevin’s good fortune to do some interesting international travel. As a BYU student he
studied in London, England, with additional trips to Ireland, Israel, and most of Europe. While at

Novell he participated in what the company called “Brainshare,” which took him as far away as
Australia and as close as Mexico..

Kevin and Raelene have been devoted parents who supported their children to the nth degree in
music, athletics, and scholarly activities. This was a family who worshiped together and played
together, inside and outside the home. Kevin’s service to his Church included an assignment as an

executive secretary and clerk to four successive bishops in his ward.

In addition to his wife, three children, and a grandchild named Claire, Kevin is survived by his

father, M. Dallas Burnett, his step-mother, Annette Brantzeg Burnett, and his three sisters: Denise
(Kevan) Barney, Michelle (Debbie Robb) Burnett, and Jodi (Mike) Serassio. He was preceded in
death by his mother, Patricia MacArthur Burnett.
